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‘Canadian exports no threat to India’

New Delhi, June 24

India and Canada recently
concluded the second round of
negotiations for a bilateral Free
Trade Agreement. The stage is
now set for a third round in July
and August with a fourth one
possibly in September, says
Canadian High Commissioner to
India Cameron Mackay. In an
interview to BusinessLine,
Mackay talks about Canada’s
expectations from
the deal and why the
proposed early
harvest pact was
likely to be much
more ambitious than
the one signed by India with
Australia. Excerpts:

India-Canada FTA
negotiations seem to be
picking up speed. Where do
the talks stand now and are
you satisfied with the pace?
We have had two rounds of ne-
gotiations so far. A third
round is being scheduled
which will be a hybrid round.
It will be held both virtually
and in-person in Ottawa. A
part of it would be held in July

and another part in August. In
addition, we are having
monthly telephone calls
between our Trade Ministers
to show political will and ba-
sically to push the negotiators
to keep working faster.

We have made progress.
There is a better understand-
ing of the ambitions and sens-
itivities of the other side.

The
third round will be
an important one to
demonstrate even
more progress.

We are hoping to
do the fourth round
in September. But the logistics
for that has not been finalised
yet.

Indian Air Force’s Air Chief
Marshal VK Chaudhari on Fri-
day said “coercion is the new
strategy” in the evolving com-
plex multi-polar world with
cyber, information and space
domains becoming the new
battlefield.

“Today, we are witnessing a
rapidly evolving interna-
tional order that is increas-
ingly being challenged by a
complex multipolar world
with little or no regard to
rules or to the traditional pro-
cesses of geo-political inter-
plays,” Chaudhari said at Cap-
stone Seminar which marks
the culmination of the first
Warfare and  Aerospace
Strategy Programme (WASP).

He told the gathering that
diplomacy, economy and in-
formation are becoming the
primary tools of engagement
and the military instrument

is used as a deterrent. “Coer-
cion is the new strategy with
cyber, information and space
domains becoming the new
battlefield. Therefore, we
must reassess our strategic
priorities and realign our ac-
tions to ensure we don’t get
left behind,” he said at the
WASP, which was started with
an aim to generate strategic
thinking and understanding
amongst IAF officers.

One of the themes at WASP
is to assess the role of air
power in the ongoing
Ukraine conflict and revisit-
ing doctrinal and strategic
precepts to establish the role
of air power in India’s na-
tional security. The Capstone
Seminar was attended by
former IAF chiefs, military
veterans, senior officers of the
armed forces and
academicians.

Chaudhari also stated that
a military strategist must not

lose sight of the primary ob-
jective and that is war fight-
ing. “Hence, our focus should
remain on operational level
critical thinking and strategy
while developing a deeper un-
derstanding of the art and sci-
ence of war fighting,” he
stressed.

The IAF, he remarked, must
nurture medium level of-
ficers to gain knowledge and
contribute in building sound
operational plans which
would help in formulating

better policies and doctrines.

10-15 per cent of the turnover
comes from Indian offerings
exported.

“At least one of the two ac-
quisitions we are looking at
should materialise by the end
of this calendar year.

SCupholds SIT’s clean chit to Modi,
others; dismisses Zakia Jafri’s plea

The Supreme Court on Friday
upheld the Special Investiga-
tion Team’s clean chit to then
Gujarat chief minister Naren-
dra Modi and 63 others in the
2002 riots in the State and dis-
missed a plea by Zakia Jafri,
wife of the slain Congress
leader Ehsan Jafri.

A three-judge bench headed
by Justice AM Khanwilkar up-
held the magistrate’s order re-
jecting Zakia Jafri's protest
petition against the closure re-
port filed by the SIT in 2012.

‘Devoid of merit’

The bench, also comprising
Justices Dinesh Maheshwari
and CT Ravikumar, said her

plea is devoid of merit. She
had alleged a larger conspir-
acy in the 2002 Gujarat riots.
Congress leader and former
MP Ehsan Jafri was among the
68 killed at Ahmedabad’s Gul-
berg Society violence on Feb-
ruary 28, 2002, a day after the
Godhra train burning. Zakia
Jafri had challenged the SIT
giving clean chit to 64 people,
including Modi who was the
Gujarat chief minister then .
She challenged the high
court’s October 5, 2017 order
rejecting her plea against the
SIT decision. On December 9
last year, the apex court had re-
served its verdict on the plea.
Except for Jafri’s petition,
nobody had “raised a finger”
against it for the probe con-

ducted in the 2002 Gujarat ri-
ots, the SIT had said during the
hearing in the top court. Her
counsel had earlier said her
complaint of 2006 was that
there was “a larger conspiracy
where there was bureaucratic
inaction, police complicity,
hate speeches and unleashing
of violence”.

On February 27, 2002, 59
people were killed when the
S-6 coach of Sabarmati Express
was burnt at Godhra, trigger-
ing the riots in the State. On
February 8, 2012, the SIT filed a
closure report giving a clean
chit to now Prime Minister
Modi and 63 others, including
senior government officials,
saying there was “no prosecut-
able evidence” against them.
